After this date, all the nominations received will be collated and a ballot will be circulated to everybody on the LEADER consultative group (LEADER mailing list).  The person who has received the most votes for the sectors vacant or the general place will be elected to join the LAG.
If somebody gains the most votes for more than one place, they will be elected to the place for which they received the most votes.
